Investigation

Simultaneous sharing of report and 

directly related evidence to parties 

and advisors with 10 days for review 

and response

Investigator reviews any written 

responses to investigation report 

and determines further investigation 

or revisions to investigation report

Final investigation report 

simultaneously shared with parties 

and advisors and sent to Hearing 

Officer to schedule a live hearing

Complainant, Respondent, or 

institution do not agree to 

informal resolution
